From Duke Ellington to the Nicholas Brothers, from Louis
Armstrong to Sammy Davis Junior, from Thelonious Monk
to the Berry Brothers, Bill “Bojangle” Robinson, Cab
Calloway or Lester Young, here is the golden legend of
jazz which, thanks to the images in these films, directed
notably by Jean Renoir, the Lumiére brothers, King Vidor,
Vincente Minnelli, Sam Wood with the Marx Brothers
remain engraved in our memories.
